2) No later than July 31, the Scholarship Committee will announce the scholarship
awards, if any, to the applicants.

3) Checksinthe amount of the award will be issued August 16 at a Sunday Service
(Blessing of Backpacks) and will be made payable to the student. Additional contact
information is requested below to assist in providing the award.

4) Scholarships will be awarded based on academic performance, character, and
financial need with consideration being given to the family’s financial situation, other
aid which the student may expect to receive, and the applicant’s ongoing participation
in the church or other Christian activities.
